(1) Substitutions may only take place during a stoppage in the game and with the permission of the referee. Unlimited substitutions are allowed up to and including under 16s.
(2) A player may play in a number of games to a maximum of 45 min in any day.

(3) A player may play in a number of games to a maximum of 60 min in any day.

(4) This is the size adopted by the Bolton and Bury League. We will also accept the Football Association recommended size of 21 ft x 7 ft.
(5) The League will accept smaller pitches for under 13, 14 and 15 sections but under 16s should be playing on a minimum dimensions pitch at least.

(6) All pitches must have a halfway line.
(7) THE LEAGUE REQUIRES SPECTATOR AREAS TO BE MARKED ON EITHER SIDE OF THE PITCH WHERE THIS IS PRACTICAL BUT AT LEAST ON ONE SIDE. THIS IS A LEAGUE RULE.

Officers

We can add a person to be responsible for mini-soccer specifically.

Players must be over the age of six on September the 1st
Under  7 teams can only include children in that one year group.

Under 8 teams can include children under 8 or under 7.

Under 10 teams can include children under 10 or under 9.

Registrations. Players must be registered to play for one team. 
· Clubs submit a list of players to the League.
· Clubs should be able to move a player between teams if they organise things on an ability basis.

· What system should there be if a player wants to change clubs?

· Under 10 players will be registered as for the rest of the league. They will be issued with photo ID cards.

Playing squads. Under FA rules the squad size must not be larger than double the number of players, i.e. 5v5 teams can have up to 14 players. Do we need this number?

Teams may be added during the season on payment of an additional fee.

Priority must go to school matches during the week and on Saturdays  if games take place. Sundays are for League matches.

Colours. Visiting teams change if there is a clash.

Shirt numbers and players’ names. These are optional.

Fixtures. Clubs must agree to abide by the fixture programme as agreed prior to the season. Clubs/teams that fail to comply with this rish being excluded for the following season.

Pitch/weather conditions. Managers must try and avoid visiting teams travelling if conditions make playing either impossible or difficult for young players. Postponed games should be re-arranged by mutual agreement.

Duration of matches. See over.

Kick-off times will be determined by the home club and may be any time on a Sunday or on other days by mutual agreement.

Ball sizes. See over.

Substitutes. Players being substituted become available to go back on as a substitute. See over.

Records. Clubs must keep a record of appearances and other details as they wish. No results are to be published and no league tables compiled at under 7 and 8 level.

Referees/Mini-soccer game leaders. These will be mutually agreed.

Problems/misconduct.
